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Matina Kilkenny wrote two articles in the Humboldt Historian about this diary. They can be

Dec. 25, 1932 

Merry Christmas 

To Edna from Ruth 

 

Only four years are filled in – 1933 through 1936, with the 1936 entries becoming less frequent 

during the year. Mary was 31 when she started the diary. 

 

January 1 

 

1933 

Went to Weott & took Mrs. Frost. In the evening went out riding & saw “dead wagon,” & two 

Speed Cops speeding to some where. Theres some mystery there 

 

1934 

Took Mrs. Frost & went to Blue Lake & it just poured while we were there. Went for a ride in 

the evening & it was still raining. Papa worked until three in the afternoon. None of us felt so 

very well 

 

1935 

Took Mrs. Frost & went up to Prairie Creek. Was a wonderful day only cold when we got close 

to the snow. Stayed home in the evening & sewed. Dad didn’t have to work today at all. 

 

1936 

Stayed home all day & Mrs. Frost came over & ate dinner with us. Rained hard & the wind blew 

a regular gale. Billy Williams & the Selvage boy were badly hurt today 

 

January 2 

 

1933 

Took a drive to Arcata & had a good time. Rained hard all day. Mystery solved: A William 

Kindard killed & A Bill Kissick hurt on Wizard Nursery Road 

 

  



1934 

Went up town in the morning & stayed home the rest of the day. Mary’s C.C.C. friend came up 

this evening & we played cards until twelve. It rained all day & most of the evening. 

1935 

Stayed home all day & made a night gown. Spent the evening over to Mrs. Frost’s. Had a slight 

earth quake about two & it surely scared us. Was a real nice day only quite cold 

 

1936 

Mr. Conant died this evening. Papa started to work on the tramp.i Was quite foggy & not so very 

warm either. Mary stayed home in the afternoon & read. Started my new coat by cutting it out. 

 

January 3 

 

1933 

Not a thing happened out of the ordinary & it was a very quiet day. Went for a ride in the 

evening & drove all around town. 

 

1934 

Went for a ride in the afternoon & it was quite rainy. Spent the evening over at Mrs. Frost’s. 

Boiled our clothes & put them in tubs until a nice day came along. 

 

1935 

Mary won the passes so her & I went to the Show. The wind blew a regular gale & then in time it 

began to pour. Veva had a blind spell & didn’t feel abit well. 

 

1936 

Roosevelt gave his speech & it was real good. Mrs. Frost spent the whole evening over here. 

Was quite rainy all day & just poured all evening. Mrs. Frost felt pretty well today. 

 

January 4 

 

1933 

Just an ordinary day & not abit exciting. In the afternoon went out for a ride all around town & 

that was swell. 

 

1934 

We put our clothes on the line, but they didn’t get very dry. It was real foggy all day. Mary went 

to Lodgeii & got home at fifteen to ten. Stayed home in the evening & listened to radio. 

 

1935 

Spent the evening over to Mrs. Frost’s. Cut out my dress & got some of it basted together. 

Rained quite abit all day & it was very cold. Mary went out & paid her bills & went for short 

ride. 



1936 

Stayed home in the evening & listened to the radio. Rained hard all day. Got quite abit done on 

my coat. Mama’s throat was pretty sore today. Veva had a blind spell & didn’t feel well. 

 

January 5 

 

1933 

Had sixty-two handkerchiefs to iron. Record amount for one wash. Result of Sale. Went out for a 

ride in the evening, but didn’t stay out long, as it was too foggy. 

 

1934 

Grandma was 82 today. Ironed the clothes in the afternoon. Mrs. Petty came over & visited us & 

then spent evening with Mrs. Frost. Mary had her hair washed & waved so we didn’t get out. 

 

1935 

Stayed home this morning to write to Grandma. Spent the evening at home listening to the radio. 

Was a real nice day, only was kind of chilly. Mrs. Frost didn’t feel very well. 

 

1936 

Took Mrs. Frost & went up to the Lagoon. Didn’t rain in all day, but it was cloudy & cold. Spent 

the evening over to Mrs. Frost’s. Rained hard during the night. Papa was tired & rested all day. 

 

January 6 

 

1933 

Went up town in the morning & then had a ride in the car in the afternoon. Didn’t get to bed until 

ten twenty. Some late hours I’m keeping. 

 

1934 

Went to the Show & saw “Will Rogers” in “Mr. Skitch,” & it was a good 

picture. The sun shone all day, & it was swell. Put out a small washing & 

got it dry. Spent the whole day at home. 

 

1935 

Took Mrs. Frost & Mrs. Petty & went up to the Little Red Hen. It rained 

quite abit before we got home again. Mrs. Frost didn’t feel abit well. Papa 

had to work all day. Went for a nice ride in the evening. 

 

1936 

Mrs. Petty came over & heard speech. Roosevelt made his speech to the 

Congress for an hour. Rained hard all day & in the evening. Got our clothes 

sort of dry & finished them in the house. 

 



January 7 

 

1933 

Calvin Coolidge was laid to rest today at family Plot in Vermont. He was the thirtieth President. 

Hoover is the only President living. 

 

1934 

Took Mrs. Frost & Mrs. Petty & sent out to Weott & it was just like a spring day. Came home & 

popped some pop corn. Went out in the evening & had a nice long ride. Was just as clear & the 

lights in Arcata looked so pretty. 

 

1935 

Rained real hard all day so we didn’t hang our washing out. Spent the evening over to Mrs 

Frost’s. Mary didn’t feel abit well today. 

 

1936 

Got our clothes ironed today. Rained hard most of the day but at times sun did peep out. Mary 

stayed home all evening. Papa still working on the tramp. 

 

January 8 

 

1933 

Took Mrs Petty & went out to Red Crest Auto Camp. Was just like a spring day. Saw a “Steer” 

looking at a picture of Santa on a bill board. Must think there is a real Santa ha ha 

 

1934 

Stayed home to pay our Insurance in the morning. Then in the afternoon we went out for a ride. 

Was quite nice but not as wonderful as it was yesterday. Spent the evening over to Mrs. Frost’s. 

 

1935 

Got our clothes out & they got dry today. Was quite a nice day only it rained along toward 

evening. Mrs Frost didn’t feel abit well today as she had a cold. 

 

1936 

Mary went around & paid her bills. Wind blew a regular gale & it just poured down. Papa was 

working on the tramp all day. Spent the evening at home as I wanted to hear programs. 

 

January 9 

 

1933 

Slipped on the kitchen floor & hit my eye on handle of faucet. Gee, it hurt. Heard that Frank got 

one side of his face burnt before Christmas. Has all well now. 

 



1934 

Mary went to Lodge so we stayed home all evening. Mabel Lowry had a baby boy this morning. 

Was real nice & warm & the sun shone most of the day. Got our ironing done for this week. 

 

1935 

Mary went out for a small ride in the afternoon. Was a very rainy day & so cold. Mama’s mouth 

is so sore & she doesn’t feel abit well. Spent the evening over to Mrs. Frost’s. 

 

1936 

Walked out to Goff’s Butcher shop as Mrs. Frost wanted some pigs feet. Didn’t rain so very 

much during the day, but it made up for it during the night. 

 

January 10 

 

1933 

The wind blew hard all day long & it was real cold. It is beautiful & moon light tonight. Went 

out for a ride tonight & went over to Arcata & all around town. 

 

1934 

Went over to Arcata & it was a nice ride. Spent the evening over to Mrs. Frost & Mrs. Petty was 

there. Was quite foggy all day & it was so cool. 

 

1935 

Stayed home all day & finished my apron. Was quite a nice day & how wonderful it seemed. 

Spent the evening at home listening to the radio. 

 

1936 

Mrs. Petty didn’t come over & it poured down all day. Clements & his wife were taken off the 

train going to Washington as they were sick. Jones boy got his jaw broken today in a fight. 

 

January 11 

 

1933 

Robert has bad cold & had to stay home tonight & doctor it. Started in sewing for the first time 

this year. Was quite a nice day only it was real cold. 

 

1934 

Stayed home all evening & popped corn. At nine Mary took Veva home in the car, then we went 

for a small ride. The sun shone all day & it was nice. 

 

1935 

Went up town in the morning to get eatables. Spent the morning over at Mrs. Frost’s. Rained 

hard all day & even hailed hard in the morning. Was real cold. 



 

1936 

Veva got her check today. Rained hard all day & it is very miserable. Mary spent the evening at 

home & I went over to Mrs. Frost’s. Spent the afternoon writting letters. 

 

January 12 

 

1933 

Mama sick with the Flu, & stayed in bed all day. I stayed home all day & got alot of 

embroiderying done. Popped corn in the evening & had good time. 

 

1934 

Went out for a ride in the afternoon & Mary got her cabinet. Was quite rainy all day & not so 

warm. Spent the evening over to Mrs. Frost’s & went after Mary at nine. 

 

1935 

Rained real hard all day. Embroidered all day & got alot done. Mrs. Frost wasn’t feeling very 

well today. Dad & the rest of the Longshoremen rented the new hall on F street. 

 

1936 

Went out in the morning to see flood out south & went to Fortuna. Rained hard all day so we 

stayed in the rest of the day. Played cards in the evening with Robert. Spent almost all afternoon 

over to Mrs. Frost’s. 

 

January 13 

 

1933 

Saw the picher “Rain” & it was swell. Cried almost 

bucket of tears more or less. Mama had to stay in bed all 

day. Mary got home at three & was with her. 

 

1934 

Jack came & stayed until fifteen minutes to one. Rained 

hard all day long & it was real miserable. Wind blew a 

regular gale all night. All of us felt fine today but Veva & 

she had a headache. 

 

1935 

Took Mrs. Petty with us & we went out to Fortuna & up north to Bella Vista. Rained hard all day 

& it was real cold. Mrs. Frost didn’t feel abit well & stayed home all day. 

 

  



1936 

It was the 13 but we had good luck. Washed our clothes but it poured down all day & we had to 

dry them in the house.iii Wonder if the rain will ever quit? Mrs. Ellison isn’t feeling abit well. 

 

January 14 

 

1933 

Rained all day long & it was terrible. Took a bath in the evening & got real sick. Finally threw 

up & then I felt alright. Mama was up first day after having Flu. 

 

1934 

Went over to Samoa & then to Trinidad & it was real nice. Was raining when we left town but 

cleared up later. Aunt Clara is 50 today. Came home & popped some corn & then went for a ride 

in the evening. 

 

1935 

Rained hard all day long so we didn’t even boil the clothes off. Stayed home all day & sewed. 

Spent the evening at home. Mama & Veva went to the show as Veva won tickets. 

 

1936 

Got our ironing done, so the hardest work is done for this week. Mrs. Frost wasn’t feeling so 

terribly well. Spent the evening over to Mrs. Frost’s. Mary got quite a bit of her embroidering 

done. 

 

January 15 

 

1933 

Mama still sick & had to stay in, so we took Mrs. Frost & Mrs. Petty to Red Crest Auto Camp. 

Saw alot of snow all over the hills & along the Highway & it was real cold. 

 

1934 

Got our washing dry but it [took?] all day. Mrs. Petty came over & visited us & then we went for 

a ride. Spent the evening over to Mrs. Frost’s. Was real nice all day & the wind blew quite abit. 

 

1935 

Rained, hailed, Thunder & lightning was all had tonight. Handy Andy died today. Mrs. Frost was 

almost scared to death so didn’t feel very well. Boiled out our clothes this evening. 

 

1936 

Rose Genzoli was wed to Charles Saggi today. Is still raining & I don’t think it will ever quit. 

One good thing it isn’t so very cold. Got my coat finished today, & how glad I am. 

 

  



January 16 

 

1933 

Got up this morning at seven & the ground was white with snow. Went out in the car this after & 

saw snow on the hills. Got the washing & ironing did. 

 

1934 

Went to the Show & saw “Little Women,” & it was read sad. Never 

slept much the whole night. Was foggy all day & it looked like 

rain. Didn’t feel very well. 

 

1935 

Mr. Conti died today in a San Francisco. Got our clothes partly dry 

& then dried them in the house. Rained quite abit all day & it was 

very cold, too. 

 

1936 

Robert got his report & he goes over to High School. Is still raining 

today. Spent the evening over to Mrs. Frost’s. Mary has got quite a 

bad cough. Is getting colder all the time now. 

 

January 17 

 

1933 

Ground was covered with white frost this morning & it was cold. Got my letters all answered up, 

for the first time this year. Mama hasn’t been out of the house yet. 

 

1934 

Mary took us for a ride in the afternoon & it was nice. Spent the evening over to Mrs. Frost’s. 

When we went after Mary it was real foggy. 

 

1935 

Spent the whole day & evening at home. Rained mostly all day & it was very cold. Mrs. Frost 

received the picture of Sadie’s baby. Robert got his diploma. 

 

1936 

Sun really shone all day & it is the first good day since New Years. Hope it will last for awhile. 

Got some more of our clothes dry. Went over to Arcata to get brakes fixed. 

 

  



January 18 

 

1933 

Thundering, lightning & hard rain woke me up this morning. Spent the whole afternoon & 

evening over to Mrs. Frost. Went up town in the morning. 

 

1934 

Mary went to Lodge tonight. She brought home some drapes for us to hem for the Library. 

Worked until after nine on them. It was so warm we just couldn’t hardly sleep. 

 

1935 

Snowed quite lively & I guess it will be quite deep. Is real cold & I guess it won’t get any 

warmer. Mr. Compton on E Street died today. Papa worked until half past nine. 

 

1936 

Spent the evening over to Mrs. Frost’s. Was quite foggy all day & it rained a little. Stayed home 

all day & sewed. Was quite rainy all day & not abit nice. 

 

January 19 

 

1933 

Mrs. Petty came & visited us today, & she is the first visitor we have had this year. Went up 

town in the morning & cleaned the bedroom from top to bottom in afternoon. 

 

1934 

Stayed home al day as it was a terrible day. It just pourd down & the wind blew a regular gale. 

Dad had to work all day on a Freight boat. Spent the evening over to Mrs Frost’s. 

 

1935 

Mr. Kendel had another fit & was pretty bad off. The snow is three inches deep & it is surely 

pretty. Mary didn’t get home until ten after seven tonight. We slept late this morning as no boat 

was coming. 

 

1936 

Took Mrs. Frost & sent out south to Carlotta. It was cloudy all day but we didn’t have any rain. 

Stayed home in the evening & listened to the radio. 

 

January 20 

 

1933 

Tiverton went on the sand fifty feet from South Jetty at half past twelve. Total loss & not 

insured. Real frosty in the morning & raining hard at night. 

 



1934 

Went up town in the morning to get eatables. Spent the afternoon writing letters. Mary took us 

for a ride in the evening. Was quite nice all day & we didn’t have abit of rain. 

 

1935 

Took Mrs. Frost & went out to Scotia. Snow was all over Humboldt Hill & was real thick out at 

Scotia. Was quite a nice day as it didn’t rain at all. Mrs. Frost felt better after she took the ride. 

 

1936 

Washed & got our clothes dry. Also got the clothes ironed. Mrs. Petty & Mrs. Ellison came over 

& heard the Townsend speech.iv Was quite nice all day. 

 

January 21 

 

1933 

Tiverton is sold to Breeden to junk. Mama went up town for the first time since she took the Flu. 

It was real frosty in the morning & raining at night. 

 

1934 

Ralph Owen ran into a truck on H St & wrecked his car. Went out past Scotia & it rained so hard 

we turned back. Popped some corn in the evening & then went out for a ride. Mrs. Frost was 

sick. 

 

1935 

Washed & got the clothes dried & ironed. Snow is all melted here but there is some on the hills 

around. Wind blew quite hard & the sun shone some today. That is some thing to put down. 

 

1936 

Mrs. Petty came over & listened to another speech on the radio. Had quite afew showers all day, 

& it wasn’t very warm either. 

 

January 22 

 

1933 

We went out South this morning & saw the Tiverton. In the afternoon about three we stared to 

Arcata & saw Mr. Kay go into slough with his auto, this side of bridge. Veva got excited & 

sprained her foot. 

 

1934 

Mama didn’t feel abit well today. Washed & got our clothes dry. Was real nice all day & it made 

me feel industrious. Stayed home all day but kept busy. 

 

  



1935 

Embroidered all day & got quite abit of it done. Basted up Mary’s dress & she tried it on. Spent 

the evening over to Mrs. Frost’s. Mr. Kendel didn’t seem very well today. 

 

1936 

Spent the whole day at home & got a lot of sewing done. Went out for a ride in the afternoon. 

Mrs. Frost wasn’t feeling abit well today. 

 

January 23 

 

1933 

Veva’s foot is swoolen up twice its size & she can’t hardly walk on it. Tiverton is breaking up & 

some of the cargoe the men put on S. Jetty was washed into the ocean. 

 

1934 

Got our clothes dry & ironed today. Rained real hard all day long & it hailed two or three ties. 

Mary went to Lodge & didn’t get home until 9:30. Finished Mary’s Jumper. 

 

1935 

Spent almost the whole day over to Mrs. Frost’s as she didn’t feel very well. Spent the evening 

over there, too. Sun shone all day long & it was really almost too much for us, ha! Ha! 

 

1936 

Helped Mrs. Frost clean her bedroom & the front bedroom. The sun shone real nice all day. At 

lunch with Mrs. Frost. Spent the evening at home listening to the radio. 

 

January 24 

 

1933 

Veva walked over here today, & her foot is almost well. Have had rain, snow & hail today, & its 

been so cold. Went over to see Mrs. Petty & found her pretty well. 

Fire destroyed home at 1116 M Street. 

 

1934 

Went for a ride in the afternoon & it was nice. Spent the evening 

over to Mrs. Frost’s. Mama didn’t feel very well but stayed up all 

day. The sun shone nice all day.   

 

1935 

Mary & I went to the Show & saw Warner Baxter & Myrna Loy in 

“Broadway Bill,” & it was real good. The sun really shone all day 

& what a novelty it was. 

 



1936 

Mrs. Petty came over & listened to the radio speech. Helped Mrs. Frost clean out the front room, 

dinning room & sitting room. Was quite nice all day. 

 

January 25 

 

1933 

Kneeland has six feet of snow & it is still snowing. It is deeper than it ever has been before. 

Wonder how deep it will get before it quits! All we can get is rain & hail. 

 

1934 

Stayed home all day & in the evening. Read quite abit on the book “Little Women.” Mary stayed 

home & wrote two letters. The wind blew a regular gale & it was real cold. 

 

1935 

Mrs. Donald Pira & her daughter were hurt badly in an automobile accident this morning. Was a 

wonderful day & it was nice & warm & the sun shone all day. 

 

1936 

Helped Mrs. Frost clean her spare room & kitchen out. Spent the afternoon at home. Was a real 

nice day. Spent the evening at home & listened to the radio. 

 

January 26 

 

1933 

We have a new Crosley Radio to use until the other one gets fixed. Had some time breaking it in, 

but it’s fine now. It rained all day long without any let up. Ma was sick on account of [?] beans. 

 

1934 

Went up town in the morning & went for a ride in the afternoon. 

Was a real nice day but the wind blew quite cold. Mama didn’t feel 

very well & felt so weak. 

 

1935 

Papa got his right foot mashed & it hurt him real badly. Was a 

wonderful day & it really didn’t rain a drop. Mrs. Frost had a bad 

spell & she thought she was going to pass out. 

 

1936 

Took Mrs. Frost & went to Blue Lake & past Trinidad. Was cloudy 

all day but it didn’t rain any. Went to the show & saw, The 

Magnificent Obsession, & it was real good. 

  



January 27 

 

1933 

Papa worked on a Tramp boat until twelve at night. Kneeland has seven feet of snow, & that is 

record amount. Rained all day long & hard, too. Mrs. Frost came over & heard radio. 

 

1934 

Mary took Mrs. Frost & Mrs. Petty & we went out past Trinidad. It was so moonlight & pretty & 

the waves in the ocean looked so pretty. Was a wonderful day & it was real warm. 

 

1935 

Took Mrs. Frost & we went up to the Lookout. Was just a grand day as it was so nice & warm. 

Went out for a ride in the evening & we went out to Fortuna. Felt real bad after I went to bed. 

 

1936 

Went up town to attend sale at Pennys but they didn’t have anything I would have. Was foggy all 

day & rained in the morning. Furner came in evening. Mrs. Petty & Mrs. Ellison were over, too. 

 

January 28 

 

1933 

Rained hard all day & it was real cold. Spent the afternoon over to Mrs. Frost’s house. Went up 

town in the morning & bought a lot of eatables. Didn’t feel very well as my head ached. 

 

1934 

Went out to the Lookout & it was a wonderful drive. Took Mrs. Frost & Mrs. Petty with us. It 

was a lovely day & the ocean looked so pretty. Went out for a ride in the evening & it was swell. 

 

1935 

Washed & got our clothes all dried & ironed. Was a real nice day. Had such a cold & felt real 

miserable. Mrs. Frost felt pretty well today. 

 

1936 

Was foggy all day & didn’t see much of the sun. Mrs. Petty came over & listened to the speech 

against Al Smith.v Stayed home all evening. Mrs. Frost didn’t feel abit well. 

 

January 29 

 

1933 

Went out to Pepperwood & the sun was shinning out there. There was snow all over the hills & it 

was pretty. Mrs. Petty went out riding with us. She has bad cold & doesn’t feel very well. 

 

  



1934 

Stayed home all day & got quite a bit of work done. It rained a little all day, so we didn’t get our 

clothes dry. Papa worked until half past four in the morning. Had to go back at 7 to work again. 

 

1935 

Helen’s boy friend was operated on today, & oh how worried she was. Was a real nice day as it 

was so warm. Spent the evening at home & listened to the radio. 

 

1936 

Washed & got our clothes dry & ironed. Went out for a ride in the afternoon. It was just like a 

spring day. Papa got through with the Tramp this after. House burnt down on East Avenue. 

 

January 30 

 

1933 

Burnstein goes to the Prn for life sentence. He killed Zuchelli by hitting him in head with 

hatchet. Was quite nice all day & we got our clothes dry. 

 

1934 

President Roosevelt is 52 today. We stayed up until half past ten & listened to the radio. Got a 

quart of ice cream & it was good. Was nice all day. Went up town in the morning. 

 

1935 

Didn’t sleep hardly at all tonight as my head was all stuffed up. Mary didn’t go to work until half 

past nine. C.C.C. raised the devil around here, & kept Mrs. F awake all night. 

 

1936 

The weather wasn’t so good as it was so chilly. Mrs. Ellison went to Dr. & she has kidney 

trouble, heart is bad & high blood pressure. Spent the evening over to Mrs. Frost’s. 

 

January 31 

 

1933 

Clifford Agee killed Earl Richardson & himself. Both died later in the County Hospital afew 

hours later. Veva finger nails got all black under them & she felt real bad. 

 

1934 

Went out to Field’s Landing & got a crab for Helen. We got two crabs to cook & they were nice 

& big. Has real nice all day. Spent the evening over to Mrs. Frost’s. Mama didn’t feel very well. 

 

1935 

Mary Slept on the couch tonight & she got a good rest. The sun shone all day & the weather was 

hard to beat. Embroidered all day long on my dish towels. 



 

1936 

Mrs. Petty came over & listened to the Townsend speech. Worked out in the garden & got a lot 

of weeding done. Then I came in & got quite a lot done on Viva’s dress. 

 

Memo 

 

1933 

Motorship Hilmoto was the only contract boat that came in this month. Saw it go over Bar, & it 

was some sight. Didn’t have an earthquake during the whole month. 

 

1934 

Six Seaplanes landed in Hawaii from S.F. Bay at 3 PM. Made it in 24 hr. 35 min. It was 2400 

miles. Landed there Jan. 11. Miss Orton died January 31, 1925. Dead 8 years. 

 

1935 

Jan. 6, 13 people were in wreck here. Four children got skull fracher & was in bad condition. 

Sally Chappel died Jan. 18. Had some beautiful weather at the last of the month 

 

1936 

E.G. Fluke died Jan. 12. The king of England died the 20th of Jan. Didn’t have an earth quake in 

all month. Rained a lot & didn’t have many sunshiny days. Work was very quiet on account of 

strike. 

 

February 1 

 

1933 

Went over & finished Veva’s ironing for her as she isn’t well. In afternoon went out to fields 

Landing. Then in the evening went over to Mrs. Frost’s & Mrs. Petty was there. 

 

1934 

Was foggy & cold most of the day. Went up town in the morning but stayed home the rest of the 

day. Mary went to Lodge tonight. Stayed home tonight & listened to the radio. Mama felt lots 

better. 

 

1935 

Mary took Mrs. Frost up town & then had her dress fit. Was a beautiful day & we had a lovely 

short ride. Mrs. Petty came over & spent the evening. Mama & Veva went to the Rialto. 

 

1936 

Was a beautiful day. Mary’s tooth was bothering her & she didn’t work at all. The nerve is dying 

in it.
